FROM THE PASTOR’S PEN


As I write, next Sunday will be our harvest festival.  This is a celebration that has gone missing from some church calendars in recent years.  That is a pity, as we celebrate God’s goodness in providing us with food and water for yet another year.  Our food seems to get further and further away from the land.  The supermarkets stock all the fruit and vegetables, whatever the time of year, much of it being imported from all over the globe.  The idea of something being “in season” is lost.  But the seasons are part of the cycle of growth; part, one might say, of the rhythm of life. 





 God promised, "As long as the earth endures, seedtime and harvest, cold and heat, summer and winter, day and night will never cease" (Genesis 8:22).  Many of you (myself included!) are not particularly looking forward to the autumn.  But it’s all part of the earth enduring and the preparation for another year’s “seedtime and harvest”.





So, how are we celebrating harvest?  Well, being the first Sunday in the month it will be a family service.  We will, of course, sing “We plough the fields and scatter” as well as other harvest hymns and songs.  We will be looking at some of Operation Agri’s work in Bangladesh and there will be an opportunity to give to their work.  We will also have opportunity for people to offer their own harvest gifts, to enhance our display of produce.  After the service there is a fellowship ‘frugal’ lunch of soup and bread (and a sweet, I understand).  Any donations over and above the cost of the lunch will also go to Operation Agri.





We have agreed to send all non-perishable goods to the Spittalfields Crypt Trust and would encourage people to bring toiletries, tins and packets for that.  However, if you have some fresh fruit or veg you would like to bring, it will brighten up our display and we have agreed to ‘auction’ it off after the service.  Proceeds will go once more to Operation Agri.





Someone many years ago said that harvest was a time to thank and to think.  We thank God for his faithfulness for another year, but we also think about those people who go without food, water and other basics of life.  This year, we will again do just that.
